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Release Summary
This document covers the release notes for AutoReceive 7.0. It provides a description of the functional changes that have been implemented since the previous release.

A summary of new features in this release includes:
· Expanded Platform Support. Includes the following updates:
· Windows 7 Support. AutoReceive is now supported on computers running Microsoft 
Windows 7.
· Windows Server 2008 Support. AutoReceive is now supported on computers running Microsoft Windows Server 2008.

· 64-Bit Processor Support. AutoReceive is now supported on computers with 64-bit processors.
· Expanded Service Mode Support. AutoReceive can now run as a Windows service (in service mode) under all supported versions of Windows.
Functional Changes/Enhancements

AutoReceive 7.0 includes the following new functionality: 

Expanded Platform Support
AutoReceive 7.0 is now supported on computers running Windows 7 and Windows Server 2008. Additionally, AutoReceive can now be used on computers with 64-bit processors.
New Operating System Support
AutoReceive is now supported on computers running Windows 7 or Windows Server 2008, as well as all other supported versions of Windows. Installation under Windows 7 and Windows Server 2008 is similar to installation under Windows Vista (all 3 versions support User Account Control). AutoReceive functionality is identical under all versions of Windows.
64-Bit Processor Support

AutoReceive is now supported on computers with 64-bit processors, provided those computers are running supported versions of Windows. AutoReceive functionality on 64-bit computers is identical to the functionality available on 32-bit machines, although some install directories may change.

Expanded Service Mode Support
AutoReceive 7.0 can be run as a Windows service under Windows Vista. Additionally, service mode is available in all other supported versions of Windows.

Service Mode in Vista, Windows 7 and Windows Server 2008

AutoReceive 7.0 can be run in service mode under all supported versions of Windows. If you are installing AutoReceive for the first time, it will run in service mode by default.  Upgrades from prior versions will default to same mode (service or classic) after upgrade to 7.0
Note: Under Windows Vista, Windows 7, and Windows Server 2008, when switching from classic to service mode, running AutoReceive for the first time with a new user account, or restarting the service after any termination, users must do the following to run AutoReceive in service mode:

Right-click the AutoReceive icon.

Click Run as Administrator.

	Advisory Reports
	Problem: Advisory reports would display headings for all available categories even if those categories did not contain any information.
Resolution: Advisory reports now only display headings for categories that contain information.

	Radiology Results
	Problem: Radiology results would not obey users’ result order settings. This caused radiology results to be displayed or printed in an order users did not expect.
Resolution: Radiology results now obey result order settings normally.

	Hub Admin
	Problem: Client status in hub admin was not showing document routing transactions correctly.

Resolution: Document routing transactions now appear correctly.

	Document Routing
	Problem: Extraneous errors were added to the log file when AutoReceive communicated with a document routing service.

Resolution: AutoReceive now generates appropriate logs of document routing activity.

	Document Upload
	Problem: AutoReceive returned an error when the names of uploaded files contained the ampersand (&) character.

Resolution: This document upload error has been corrected.

	HL7 Messages
	Problem: AutoReceive would not reliably interpret HL7 messages that lacked an attached PDF.

Resolution: HL7 messages are now handled correctly.

	Installation
	Problem: Previous versions of AutoReceive did not install to the C:\Program Files directory under Windows Vista.

Resolution: AutoReceive 7.0 installs to C:\Program Files under Windows Vista, both from a clean install and when installed as an update from AutoReceive 6.0.


Known Issues

The following known issues and minor defects remain in AutoReceive 7.0. Where possible, a workaround is included to mitigate the issue:

	Problem and Workaround

	Windows Install Destination
	Problem: Users with non-standard user roles under Windows Vista, Windows 7, and Windows Server 2008 (and non-administrative users under Windows Vista who have upgraded from an earlier version of AutoReceive) are not granted sufficient folder privileges to save config settings for AutoReceive. Settings will revert to their original values, making it impossible for users to properly configure AutoReceive.

Below is a screenshot of the error they may receive when logging into windows:
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Workaround:  After installing or updating AutoReceive for these users in Windows Vista, Windows 7, or Windows Server 2008, do the following: 

1.  Navigate to C:\Program Files\
AutoReceive.

2. Right click the config folder and select Properties > Security.

3. At Group or User Names, select the user or user group who will use AutoReceive.

4. In the Permissions for... area, at Modify, select the Allow check box.

5. Click OK.

6. Repeat steps 2 through 5 for the following folders:

· logs 

· print_q 

· staging 

· status 

· temp

	Automatic Updater
	Problem: Under the 64-bit versions of Windows 7 and Windows Server 2008, AutoReceive will perform the automatic update process twice when upgrading from version 6.0 to version 7.0.

Workaround: Upgrading twice does not pose a risk to the AutoReceive installation. To avoid upgrading twice, uninstall AutoReceive 6.0 from the 64-bit versions of Windows 7 or Windows Server 2008, then install AutoReceive 7.0.
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
